Applications are accepted on a rolling basis.  The Library Committee of the Board of the WLC meets regularly to review applications.  Art will be exhibited for a minimum of four weeks.
Application:

Artists interested in exhibiting work at the Waban Library Center should submit the following:

· Images of examples of work to be displayed, including titles where possible and information about the medium and size of pieces.  You may submit hard copies, digital copies or refer us to a web-site.

· A brief description (2-3 paragraphs) about yourself, your work, and reasons for exhibiting work at the WLC.

· Resume with all appropriate contact information.

Openings:

Once an exhibit has been accepted and scheduled, an opening reception may be scheduled, pending approval of the WLC Art Committee.  The reception will be coordinated between the WLC and the artist.

Publicity:

Publicity will be planned, discussed and coordinated between the WLC and the artist.  Any promotional materials produced by the artist need to be approved by the WLC Art Committee.

Sales:

Artist may not post price tags on pieces.  We encourage artists to number their pieces (numbers should be attached to the piece itself, not to the library walls) and provide a sheet to accompany the exhibit, listing by number the title of each piece and appropriate information (description, inspiration, materials used, etc.).  Artist may indicate that the piece is for sale and that interested buyers should contact the artist directly for purchase information (phone number, e-mail, web-site as applicable may be included).  Absolutely no pricing information should appear on the sheet.  The Waban Library Center takes no commission for work sold.
Insurance:

The Waban Library Center does not hold insurance for art work on exhibit and is not responsible for loss or damage of the artist’s work.  Exhibiting artists will be asked to sign a waiver.

(a) I am 18 years old or older.
(b) I represent and warrant that the artwork I have proposed to be exhibited is my original work.

(c) I acknowledge and understand that the Waban Improvement Society, Inc., d/b/a the Waban Library Center (the “WLC”) does not insure or agree to be responsible for any theft, damage, or loss of Artwork.  I agree to accept any and all loss, theft, or damage resulting directly or indirectly from exhibiting the Artwork in this space.
(d) I acknowledge and agree that I am solely responsible for (i) properly securing the Artwork onto the walls of the WLC in a manner approved by the WLC, (ii) the repair of any damage to the walls of the WLC arising from the Exhibit, and (iii) any damage done to the WLC or injury caused to any of its patrons due to improper securing of the Artwork.  

(e) I acknowledge that the WLC is used as a community center open to the public and that movement classes are held on a regular basis.  It is my responsibility to ensure that the Artwork is properly secured to the walls so that it does not pose a danger to patrons of the WLC.
(f) The placement of Artwork must be approved by an officer of the WLC before the commencement of the Exhibit.  The WLC has the right to request that the Artwork be removed at any time and for any reason.  I agree that I will remove the Artwork promptly upon such request. 

(g) In return for the benefits I will receive from participating in the Exhibit, I agree to indemnify and hold the WLC, its directors, officers, agents or volunteers harmless from any and all liability or responsibility for any loss, theft or damage resulting from the Exhibit and from any breach of any of my representations and warranties contained herein.  
(h) I understand that this release is intended to protect the WLC, its directors, its officers, its employees, its agents, and its volunteers from any claim of negligence (the failure of reasonable care.)

(i) I give the WLC permission to use photos taken of the Artwork for promotional purposes for the WLC.

I understand that this is a legally binding and enforceable contract under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and that the WLC is relying on my representations, warranties and agreements in its agreement to participate in the Exhibit.
